
With only a month or so until band camp 
is here, the 2008 KUMU student leadership staff is 
hard at work checking every last detail to ensure 
that this year’s band camp is efficient and enjoy-
able.  The unit is continually growing with close to 
125 members and forms are still coming in.  It is 
not too late to join, but very soon it will be.  Please 
contact Dr. Rapp ASAP if you are interested in 
joining the KU Marching Unit.  In this issue, we 
will help you prepare for this year’s band camp by 
giving you all the details for what to bring, event 
dates, prices, housing info, and faculty contact in-
formation.

At the start of camp all members will stay 
in one dorm.  On Wednesday the 20th everyone 
will move to their regular school year housing.  
That means if you are living on campus you will 
move into your dorm for the year on that date, and 
if you are living off campus you will need to move 
into that space on that day as well.  Rehearsal 
schedules will be adjusted on this day to allow for 
the move.  It would be smart only to bring what you 
will need for camp when you move into the band 
dorms. Then at the conclusion of the exhibition on 
Friday night parents can bring the remainder of 
your materials for the year and help you move them 
into your regular dorm at that time ahead of the 
move-in onslaught on Saturday.

A few reminders ...

It is imperative that you remember that band camp 
takes place in the middle of August, when it is 
VERY HOT.  Please plan your wardrobe accord-
ingly.  Along with your clothing, it would be very 
beneficial to bring a water bottle for use while out 
on the practice field.  We are preparing a field 

show, so a majority of our week will be spent 
outdoors in the hot sun.  Another item to 
remember is a pair of black shorts to be 
worn on our last day of camp, Saturday.  We 
will be performing an end-of-camp exhibi-
tion for family and friends to view, and black 
shorts will be part of that uniform.  It is ex-
pected that if a music lyre is needed, the 
musician will provide his/her own lyre.  We 
also ask that you bring your own music flip 
folders for use with stand music during the 
games.
