Head Coach
Erik Burstein
	 Erik Burstein enters his first season as head coach of women’s 
soccer at Kutztown University.
	 Burstein comes to Kutztown from Bowling Green State Uni-
versity, where he served as an assistant coach during the 2006 
season. An accomplished soccer player, he brings 10 years of 
coaching experience with him to Kutztown.
 	 Burstein takes over a women’s soccer program that has 
recorded five-straight double-digit win seasons, four-straight ap-
pearances in the Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference (PSAC) 
Playoffs and was the PSAC runner-up in 2004 and 2005. 
	 While with the Bowling Green Falcons, he worked primarily 

with the defenders and goalkeepers, which produced the team’s best defensive record in the 
program’s 10-year history in 2006.  The team allowed the fewest goals, produced the most 
shutouts and had the league’s leading goalkeeper in goals-against average.
	 Prior to BGSU, Burstein was the head coach at Division III Rutgers University-Newark.  
Over three seasons, he guided the Scarlet Raiders to a 23-29-2 record. His team was 8-10 
in 2003, then the school’s record for wins. The next year, Burstein led the squad to the first 
winning season in program history, finishing 10-7-1.  Prior to taking over as head coach, 
Burstein served the 2002 season as assistant coach at Rutgers-Newark.
	 Burstein began his coaching career in 1997, when he coached the Greater Akron (OH) 
Premier and West Akron Soccer Club under-14 boys teams.  He was also an assistant coach 
at Median Highland High School.  He has spent time as director of coaching/player devel-
opment with the Lakehurst-Manchester Soccer Association (2000-02) and on the coaching 
staff with the New Jersey Olympic Development Program (2002-06).  
	 From 2003-04, Burstein was an assistant coach with the Jersey Shore Boca F.C. of the 
United Soccer League: Premier Development League.  
	 An accomplished goalkeeper in his own right, Burstein was a two-time all-conference, 
all-county and all-state first-team selection at his alma mater, Toms River East (NJ) High 
School.  He was a Mid-Atlantic All-America selection as a senior in 1994.  
	 He has also played professionally, both domestically and internationally.  He was a 
member of the Brooklyn Italians Professional Soccer team in 1991, then played for the Ley-
ton Orient F.C. (English 3rd Division) from 1992-94.  He played for the New Jersey Youth 
Soccer State Cup Champion Jersey Shore Boca F.C. in 1992 and 1994,  and earned a spot 
on the Olympic Development Program at both the state (New Jersey) and regional (Region 
I) levels from 1990-94.
	 He currently holds a USSF National “B” license.  He also holds USSF National Goal-
keeping and Youth licenses, as well as NSCAA Goalkeeping Level III National and Youth 
diplomas.  	
	 He is a 2002 graduate of Richard Stockton College of New Jersey, with a degree in 
communications.

	 Rachel Napoli enters her second year with the Golden Bear coach-
ing staff.  Napoli came to Kutztown after completing a stellar playing 
career at Wheeling Jesuit University.  Napoli was a four-time West 
Virginia Intercollegiate Athletic Conference all-star, earning a spot on 
the first team from 2003-05. In each of those three seasons, Napoli was 
named to second-team all-region honors as a midfielder.  She is currently 
pursuing a master’s degree in elementary education at Kutztown.
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Season Outlook

Experienced veterans, talented newcomers look to 
lead Kutztown back into the PSAC playoffs

	 Three-year starters and 2007 team 
captains Kim Kelty and Becky Worley will 
look to lead a group of talented veterans 
and new faces on Kutztown University’s 
women’s soccer team back into the play-
offs.
	 The most prominent new face is 
first-year head coach Erik Burstein, who 
welcomes 11 freshmen to the 2007 squad 
— and Burstein believes several freshmen 
could make an immediate impact on a team 
that reached the Pennsylvania State Athletic 
Conference (PSAC) semifinals, losing to the 
NCAA Division II runner-up West Ches-
ter.
	 KU lost 4-2 in that semifinal, finish-
ing 10-8-3 overall and 7-3-2 in the PSAC 
East.
	 KU, which has recorded five consecu-
tive double-digit winning seasons, returns 
eight players who started at least 12 games 
last season.  Leading the way are Worley 
,who did not miss a contest, and Kelty, who 
led the team in scoring with five goals and 
four assists. Of KU’s seven goal scorers in 
2006, five return.
	 Kelty, the 2004 PSAC Rookie of the 
Year, will take her 14 career goals from the 
midfield position and move up to forward. 
She is a three-time All-PSAC East first 
team and two-time All-Northeast Region 
selection.  She led the team in scoring last 
season, with five goals and four assists. 
	 Angela Corrado, a sophomore mid-
fielder, finished second on the team in of-
fense with five goals and two assists. She 
also led the team with three game-winning 
goals. She will be joined in the midfield 
by returning starter Diana Hopper and 
Michele Kalb, both sophomores. Hopper 
started in 18 of 19 games, posting four as-
sists, while Kalb saw action in eight games. 
A true freshman, Jen Tice (fr. Barnegat, 
N.J./Southern Regional), whose skills 
have impressed Burstein, also will make an 
impact in the midfield.
	 Sophomore Raven Chiara, who played 
in all 21 games last season, scored four goals 
and recorded two assists. Julie Folsom, a 
senior forward, tallied seven points on two 
goals and three assists. Folsom was returning 

to the field after missing most of the 2005 
season, a year after she posted 12 goals and 
two assists as a freshman. Senior Kristen 
Kentner recorded a single tally last season 
as a member of the backfield.
	 Morgan Woroniecki, Jackie Toutk-
oushian, Xiomara Marin, Jamie Fooy, 
Alex Butler and Emily Mahon also return 
from last year’s team. Toutkoushian and 
Marin each had an assist last season.
	 KU will undergo a scheme change as 
Burstein will implement the 4-3-3 to replace 
the 4-5-1 system which KU had run previ-
ously. With three forwards instead of one, 
KU is looking to ignite its offense, which 
scored only 1.16 goals per game in 2006.
	 Increasing the offense will make life 
easier of the defense, anchored by Worley, 
which allowed just 1.35 goals per game last 
season. Worley will play centerback in 2007 
alongside sophomores Tracey Becker and 
Chelsea Deeter. Together, they will work 
to make the goalkeeper’s job as easy as 
possible as Burstein will have a freshman 
starting in net.
	 Brittany Melnyk (fr. Sinking Spring/
Wilson) and Stefanie Bonsky (fr. Ma-
nahawkin, N.J./Southern Regional) are 
the frontrunners to start in net for KU, and 
they’re not the only freshmen who have a 
chance to take the field in their first year.
	 Forwards Jen Pyne (fr. Manasquan, 
N.J./Wall), Carolynne Kahl (fr. Bethel/
Tulpehocken) and Trystin Figel (fr. 
Middlesex/Middlesex), back Rachel Davis 
(fr. Wallingford/Strath Haven) and Kelly 
Bushe (fr. Neptune City, N.J./Neptune) all 
will get the chance to vie for ample playing 
time this season. 
	 All together, the 2007 team, with its 
exciting freshmen, experienced veterans and 
a new offensive scheme, is poised to make 
yet another run at the Pennsylvania State 
Athletic Conference Playoffs.  The Golden 
Bears have set their sights even higher.
	 “They believe they can win a national 
championship,” Burstein said. “It’s a lofty 
goal, but we’re incredibly deep, very com-
mitted and they believe in themselves.”
	 KU’s season begins on August 25 at 
PSAC inter-division foe Lock Haven.

Keystone Hall
The headquarters of the KU athletic department, Keystone Hall, is the hub of indoor athletic 
activity on campus.

2005-06 Dixon Trophy

	 Kutztown University was the winner 
of the Pennsylvania State Athletic Confer-
ence’s (PSAC) Dixon Trophy for the 2005-
06 academic year.  The trophy is presented 
on an annual basis to the league’s most suc-
cessful all-around program.  
	 The Dixon Trophy is named after F. 
Eugene Dixon, Jr., former chairman of the 
Board of Governors of Pennsylvania’s State 
System of Higher Education.  It is awarded 
annually to the PSAC member institution 
that accumulates the most points based 
on results of conference playoffs and/or 
regular-season records.  Each institution’s 

point total is calculated by adding its top six 
men’s finishes and top six women’s finishes 
in 21 conference sports. 
	 Pictured above are several represen-
tatives of Kutztown University’s athletic 
teams accepting the Dixon Trophy at a pre-
sentation last September.  On hand to pres-
ent the trophy to KU’s coaches and athletes 
were President F. Javier Cevallos (far left), 
Vice President for Student Services and 
Campus Life Chick Woodard (front, third 
from right) and Director of Athletics Greg 
Bamberger (far right).

	 The 64,623 square foot student rec-
reation center opened in the fall of 2006.  
The facility, located between Keystone 
Hall and University Field, is THE place 
to be for student recreation and fitness on 
campus.  Among the amenities are a nearly 
9,000 sq. ft. fitness center and weight room, 
two group fitness studios, two racquetball 
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courts, an indoor rock climbing wall, a 
synthetic surface gymnasium with curved 
walls for indoor sports, a synthetic surface 
half gymnasium, a suspended jogging track 
(approx. 1/10 mile), an office suite for rec-
reational services staff, a meeting room, re-
tail space/snack bar and locker rooms with 
jacuzzis.
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Academics & Athletics at KU
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	 The KU Academic Success Initiative, when fully implemented by the coaching staff, 
provides the appropriate support, incentive, and opportunity for students to make a simi-
lar effort toward their academic success as made toward their athletic performance.  The 
Initiative is based on the expectation that both individual and team academic performance 
will be at or above the level of the overall student body.  This expectation is built into the 
evaluation of coaches and is an integral part of the process of awarding athletic scholarships. 
KU provides athletic scholarships to support the academic pursuits of its student-athletes.  
Student-athletes are expected to participate in sports because they love to do so.
	 Continuing indications reveal that the Initiative works and is having a profound and 
measurable effect on both academic and athletic performance.  Over the past 12 years, KU’s 
freshman class of student-athletes has had a significantly higher grade-point average than the 
overall freshman class.  In 2006-07, KU’s student-athletes achieved a cumulative grade-point 
average of 2.91, matching the highest in school history.  Also, a record 120 Golden Bears 
were recognized as Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference (PSAC) Scholar Athletes.
	 The KU Academic Success Initiative contains the following components:
	 The Monitoring of Progress: The 
academic progress of student-athletes is 
continually tracked and monitored. 
	 Course Selection and Registration: In 
order to avoid unnecessary conflicts between 
athletic events and classes, student-athletes 
are provided a registration date earlier than 
the rest of the campus student population.  
Registration is now done online via the 
Internet.  Students can go online at any time 
to view their schedule, grades, transcript, 
financial aid, payments, charges and restric-
tions on their account.
	 Academic Coaching: This year-long 
program is based on one-on-one personal 
contacts between the coach and the student-
athlete.
	 Faculty Advising: This is an essential 
part of the college experience and is often a 
major factor in the ultimate academic success 
of students.  Advisor meetings are required 
in order to register for classes.
	 Pre-Season Academic Seminars: 
During pre-season camps and/or the first 
week of classes, athletes may participate in 
seminars addressing topics such as time man-
agement, study skills, class participation, 
student/faculty relationships and test-taking 
strategies.
	 Career Services Visit For Undeclared 
Majors: Incoming students who have not yet 
declared a major or who may be unsure of 
their chosen major are highly encouraged to 
visit the Career Services Office. 
	 Referrals For Services to the Depart-
ment of Developmental Studies: Student-
athletes are strongly encouraged to make use 
of the Department of Developmental Studies’ 
services in regard to tutoring or other needs 

for specialized instruction.
	 Referrals For Services to the Coun-
seling and Advisement Center: Trained 
counselors/faculty advisors are available to 
help with psychological/academic counsel-
ing/advisement issues.
	 Library Tour: A library tour is highly 
recommended of all incoming student-ath-
letes.
	 Personal Computer: Each student-
athlete is strongly encouraged to have access 
to a networked personal computer.

Academic Accomplishment Recognition
	 The Department of Athletics has devel-
oped a comprehensive program to provide 
incentive for and acknowledgement of the 
many academic accomplishments of its 
student-athletes.  Below are some examples 
of the program.
	 Graduation Reception: The athletic 
department hosts a reception for graduating 
student-athletes and their families at the 
winter and spring commencement ceremo-
nies to recognize the culmination of student-
athletes’ education at Kutztown University.
	 Awards and Honors: KU offers spe-
cific academic scholarships available only 
to student-athletes. KU student-athletes are 
nominated for all available NCAA, PSAC 
and CoSIDA awards.
	 Scholar-Athlete Banquet: Each year, 
the PSAC Scholar-Athletes are recognized 
at a banquet in their honor.
	 Dean’s List Ceremony:  All Kutztown 
University student-athlete dean’s list recipi-
ents are acknowledged at a basketball game 
every year.
