A list of CET sessions offered during the Spring 2010 was distributed to attendees and reviewed by Winnie Peterson.  Many of the sessions were organized at the request of faculty.  An attempt was made to diversify CET offerings this academic year.  It was suggested that the writing sessions for faculty be continued and scheduled more frequently next year.  It was also suggested that sessions on writing intensive courses be a focus next year, perhaps scheduled by department, to support the new general education model.
