Health Center 
 

All currently enrolled students who have paid a 
health services fee and have a completed health 
record on file are eligible for services.  Health & 
Wellness Services is an ambulatory care facility. 
Students may be seen on a walk-in basis but ap-
pointments are strongly encouraged. A profes-
sional nursing staff evaluates all students. Depend-
ing upon the need, students may be referred to self 
care, scheduled for an appointment with a nurse or 
a physician, or referred to a local medical facility 
for emergency treatment. Routine health care is 
available for the following: minor injuries cold/
flu, vomiting/diarrhea, short-term illnesses, allergy 
injections, strep screens, immunizations, physical 
exams, health counseling, women’s health care 
services, pregnancy testing, routine and emergency 
contraception, etc.  

Counseling Service 
 
Counseling Services provides free and confidential coun-
seling to ALL matriculated Kutztown University stu-
dents.  They provide services for students experiencing 
difficulties with anxiety, depression, family, and rela-
tional troubles, substance abuse, and other concerns.  
These services include but are not limited to group and 
individual counseling, relationship and academic coun-
seling, crisis intervention, alcohol/drug counseling, psy-
chiatric consultations, and community referrals.
